“Frank Likely Trust Junior Sailing Centre” 
 
The junior sailing division is pleased to announce the introduction of the “Frank Likely 
Trust Junior Sailing Room” this is the room on the deck between Flying Fish and 
Sydney Yachting Centre in front of the Sand Bar.  This room will house the sailing 
simulator, audio visual, class room and admin centre for junior sailing at MHYC. 

 
The Junior Sailing committee has formed an alliance with the “Frank Likley Trust” to 
foster youth sailing and safety and will work in concert for charitable events to fund 
the junior sailing capacity of MHYC in the future. 

 
Squad Coaching
