Since its inauguration in 1996, the event has 
grown steadily to become a cornerstone 
of the sport. Our enduring success stems 
from a simple philosophy: we listen to the 
sailors. By paying close attention to the 
shifting landscape of sailing and prioritising 
the wishes of competitors, we ensure the 
regatta delivers the format and quality that 
sailors want.
The 2026 edition demonstrated the regatta's continued 
strength, with a fleet of over 160 boats competing 
across Sydney Harbour and offshore courses. The event 
is designed to be genuinely inclusive, bringing together 
a diverse mix of competitors – from enthusiastic club 
sailors to National and World Champions, and Olympic 
representatives.

The regatta caters to a wide variety of vessels across 
multiple divisions. Premier Classes contest high-stakes 
windward/leeward courses, while Performance Classes 
tackle scenic and tactical ocean passage courses. We 
also host a strong lineup of One-Design fleets, including 
International Etchells, Dragons, Ynglings, J/24s, J70s, 
J99s, Sydney 38s, and Adams 10s.
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While the event invariably attracts 
a high-quality line-up of grand prix 
yachts, it is not reserved solely 
for the offshore elite. Many keen 
sailors view the championship as 
the perfect opportunity to shake 
off winter rust and fine-tune their 
teamwork for the summer months 
racing ahead.
We have refined the regatta format in recent 
years to align with competitor feedback, ensuring 
a schedule that balances technical challenge with 
enjoyment. The event caters to a broad range 
of vessels, with divisions for Premier Class (IRC 
and ORCi), Performance Class (PHS), and One 
Design Classes.

The racing kicks off on Saturday with the 
34-nautical mile Passage Race. Taking the 
fleet up to Lion Island and back to finish within 
Sydney Harbour, this is the jewel in the crown 
of the weekend. It presents a significant tactical 
challenge and forms a key leg of the CYCA 
Summer  Short Offshore Series.

For those who prefer to race within the heads, 
Saturday also features the legendary Seven 
Islands Race. This event invites harbour sailors 
from across Sydney to join the excitement of the 
regatta without venturing offshore.

The Sydney Short Ocean Racing 
Championship is a cornerstone of the 
Middle Harbour Yacht Club calendar. 
Held annually over the last weekend in 
November, the event marks the official 
beginning of the Sydney regatta season. 
With a history spanning nearly 50 years, 
the SSORC is widely regarded as part of 
the warm-up for crews preparing for the 
gruelling Sydney to Hobart Yacht Race.
