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RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

The sailing instructions will be posted on the official notice board on the regatta webpage no
later than 1700hrs on Wednesday 4 May 2022.

ADVERTISING
Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organising
authority. If this rule is broken, World Sailing Regulation 20.9.2 applies. [DP]

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The regatta is open to all keelboat classes that comply with Australian Sailing Special
Regulations Category 7.

Divisions may be constituted for a minimum of three boats of a One-Design class. Invited
classes are Adams 10, Elliott 7, J-24 & Yngling.

All boats shall have a female helm. Some divisions require all female crew.

Eligible boats may enter by completing the online form available via the regatta webpage by
Tuesday 3 May 2022.

Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Organising Authority.
