1 RULES 

1.1 Refer to NOR 1 and 2. 

1.2 Attention is drawn to NOR 11 - Boats must comply with the AS Special Regulations Part 1 Section 2 - 

Category 4. 
 

2 RACE DOCUMENTS 

2.1 Attention is drawn to NOR 5.1 

In any race which is conducted by another Club as a joint race for both that Club and MHYC, MHYC 

entrants will race under the conducting Club’s SIs.  Any decision affecting that race made by the RC or 

Protest Committee of the conducting Club shall apply to the MHYC event, unless otherwise decided by 

the MHYC RC.      
 

3 SCORING 

3.1 The Low Point System, Appendix A of the RRS shall apply. 

3.2 A casual race entrant will not receive a series score.  This amends RRS A2.2. 

3.3 Abandoned races will not be re-sailed. 

3.4 Five (5) races are scheduled and three (3) races are required to be completed to constitute a  

series.  One (1) excluded score will apply after four (4) completed races.
